Golf & Greens

Spring has sprung and the golf course has really started greening up the last
couple of weeks. We are looking forward to some warmer temperatures to
really get the bermudagrass growing.

The golf maintenance staff has been busy with the bunker renovation. This
project has been quite an undertaking for our crew. It requires the removal of
the old sand and liners. Then we have to inspect, repair and/or replace any
damaged drain lines in the bunker. Next, the bunker edges have to be
reclaimed and adjusted so that we can get proper depths of sand and gravel
in the cavity. After this work is complete, we can add back the drain gravel
and then finally the white sand. We have removed and replaced over 1100
tons of material at this point in the process with 28 of the 45 bunkers back to
a playable condition.

Our goal when we started the project the first week of March was to finish
before Member-Member the first weekend in June. We still expect to meet
our goal despite some challenging weather that has created some delays on
occasion.

We are really excited about this tremendous upgrade to our golf course and
ask for your patience as work toward completing the work over the next few
weeks. As the season goes along, we will continue to have to make minor
adjustments to sand depths and the bunkers will continue to firm up some as
they settle in.

| would like to mention what an incredible job our Assistant Superintendent
Clark Carroll, Emilio Sanchez and Juan Carlos Perez have done in heading up
this work. These three are really good at making sure things are just as they
should be and leading the rest of our hard working crew. A project of this
scope would not be possible to do in house without employees like these.

Finally, I want to thank Anne Butt, Vicki Parker, and Melinda South for all their
hard work on the landscaping and ornamental plantings around the
clubhouse and throughout the golf course. They take great pride in the
appearance of our club and have been so kind to volunteer many hours
pulling weeds and planting new plants. Thank you ladies!
